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42. Be born again—John 3:7 - You should not be surprised at my saying, ‘Y ou
must be born again.’

The concept of being born again (or anew birth) isfound several placesin the OT.

Jeremiah 31:33 - “Thisisthe covenant | will make with the house of Israel after
that time,” declaresthe Lord. “I will put my law in their minds and write it on their
hearts. | will be their God.

Ezekiel 11:19 - | will give them an undivided heart and put a new spirit in them; |
will remove from them their heart of stone and give them a heart of flesh.

Ezekiel 36:25-27 - > 1 will sprinkle clean water on you, and you will be clean; |
will cleanse you from all your impurities and from all your idols. #° | will give you
anew heart and put anew spirit in you; | will remove from you your heart of stone
and give you a heart of flesh. 2 And | will put my Spirit in you and move you to
follow my decrees and be careful to keep my laws.

Isit necessary to be born again to enter the Kingdom of God?
Absolutely, yes.

John 3:5 - Jesus answered, “I tell you the truth, no one can enter the kingdom of
God unless he is born of water and the Spirit.”

Isit possible to be born again without Jesus Christ?
No.

Acts 4:12 - Salvation is found in no one else, for there is no other name under
heaven given to men by which we must be saved.

Romans 6:23 - For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal lifein
Christ Jesus our Lord.

1 John 5:11-12 - ** And this is the testimony: God has given us eternal life, and
thislifeisin his Son. ** He who has the Son has life; he who does not have the Son
of God does not have life.

Why isit necessary to be born again and thereby receive salvation?
a. Because you have sinned.

Romans 3:23 - for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God

Isaiah 53:6 - We dll, like sheep, have gone astray, each of us has turned to his
own way; and the LORD has laid on him the iniquity of us all.



b. Because of your lost and fallen condition:
(1) Your sins have separated you from God.
Isaiah 59:2 - But your iniquities have separated you from your God; your sins
have hidden his face from you, so that he will not hear.
(2) Mankind is depraved and inclined towards sin.
Psalm 53:3 - Everyone has turned away, they have together become corrupt;
there is no one who does good, not even one.
(3) The penalty of your sin.
Romans 6:23 - For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life
in Christ Jesus our Lord.
(4) You are spiritually dead.
Ephesians. 2:1 - Asfor you, you were dead in your transgressions and sins.
John 3:36 - Whoever believesin the Son has eternal life, but whoever rejects
the Son will not seelife, for God's wrath remains on him.

43. Await my retur n—Matthew 24:42-44 - “*“Therefore keep watch, because you
do not know on what day your Lord will come. ** But understand this: If the owner
of the house had known at what time of night the thief was coming, he would have
kept watch and would not have let his house be broken into. “ So you also must be
ready, because the Son of Man will come at an hour when you do not expect him.

Why do Christians need to watch for Jesus' return and be ready? Thereis a huge
web site (blog) devoted to this question alone. The diversity of answersis quite
astounding ranging from one claiming it simply arepeat of the messiah prophecy
in Daniel 7:13-14, so actually Christians have nothing to wait for. Another said it’s
like people waiting at a bus stop to catch a particular bus. They cannot just stand
there and hope the driver tells them “hey thisis the bus that you are waiting for.”
Y ou have to watch for the bus and be ready to catch it when yours comes.
Similarly, Christians have to watch and be ready when the Lord comes or they will
miss him. Another likened it to aBoy Scout who is aways prepared.

Steve May, a pastor, tells ajoke about a man calling for fire insurance while his
homeis on fire to demonstrate that we can’'t wait until the last minute.

How does Jesus illustrate the necessity of being ready for his return?

He illustrates this by comparing His coming to that of athief. We normally do
not look for thieves. Understandably, thieves do not advertise their coming, but by
taking precautions, we can prepare against their coming. We can lock our houses
and hide our valuables in safe places. We can install security alarms and exterior
lighting to discourage burglary.

In the same vein, Jesus urges His people to be vigilant, aert, wakeful, and
constantly watchful because athief’s principal weapon is surprise. Even to those
who are aware, His coming will occur with jarring suddenness—and more so to
those who are distracted by ordinary occupations, ‘ eating and drinking, marrying
and giving in marriage.” The teaching in this parableisthat to live without
vigilance isto invite disaster.—John W. Ritenbaugh.
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
