3. 1 Corinthians 15:42-50 - * It isthe same way with the resurrection of the dead.
Our earthly bodies are planted in the ground when we die, but they will be raised
to live forever. ** Our bodies are buried in brokenness, but they will be raised in
glory. They are buried in weakness, but they will be raised in strength. ** They are
buried as natural human bodies, but they will be raised as spiritual bodies. For just
as there are natural bodies, there are aso spiritual bodies.

**The Scriptures tell us, “The first man, Adam, became aliving person.” But
the last Adam—that is, Christ—is alife-giving Spirit. “® What comesfirst isthe
natural body, then the spiritual body comes later. *” Adam, the first man, was made
from the dust of the earth, while Christ, the second man, came from heaven.

“® Earthly people are like the earthly man, and heavenly people are like the
heavenly man. *° Just as we are now like the earthly man, we will someday be like
the heavenly man.
